The Role of the Coordinator

· Start/maintain a Neighbourhood Watch Scheme within a specific area

· Communicate relevant Police information regarding crime to Neighbourhood Watch members in the area.

· Supply member households with window stickers.

· Arrange for NW signs to be erected at strategic palaces after submitting the relevant reference forms.

· Communicate information forwarded by members or schemes to the Police to help detect and solve crimes in the area.

· Act as a communication link between the Scheme, other coordinators, the Police, the local Neighbourhood Watch Association and the local authority.

· Circulate newsletters and leaflets to help enlighten the public regarding Neighbour Hood Watch news and crime prevention.

· Monitor the activities and interests of the scheme
· Support and help keep a check on vulnerable member households.

· Identify local environmental problems and report these to the local authorities.

Note:
The roles printed in bold are considered as mandatory to the coordinator.
The remainder are topics important to any Neighbourhood Watch Scheme and are left to the discretion of individual coordinators and their member households.
